
Oakwood Park is situated in a cul-de-sac
surrounded with mature trees in an well
established residential area of modern houses,
close to all local amenities, it is set in a popular
location with some of the houses enjoying
breathtaking views across Liverpool City
Skyline.
Birkenhead Town Centre is a five minute drive
away, which hosts many shops, banks,
restaurants and bars.  
With Chester a 20 minute drive away via the
M53 and Liverpool City Centre a 15 minute
drive through the Mersey tunnel.

Bidston Golf Course
Bidston Link Road, Wallasey, Wirral CH44 2HR
Located just outside Wallasey in the heart of
Merseyside and the Cheshire countryside is Bidston
Golf Club, home to one of the most challenging and
intriguing courses in the region. 

Bidston Windmill
replaced a wooden mill that was destroyed by fire in
1793, and was used to grind wheat until 1875.
However it is believed that there has been a windmill
on this site since 1596. After falling into disuse it was
bought and restored in the 1890s. 

Bidston Observatory 
was built in 1866 using local sandstone excavated
from the site. One of its functions was to determine
the exact time. Up to 1962 at exactly 1:00 p.m.
each day. the 'One-0'clock Gun' on Birkenhead
Dock would be fired electrically from the
Observatory. In 1929 the work of the observatory
was merged with the University of Liverpool Tidal
Institute.
